Tour goers can travel 

the 50-mile long scenic drive through the heart of rural Piedmont North Carolina to find 

handmade, uniquely designed furniture, hand blown glass, pottery, metal sculptures, 

paintings, photography, quilting, fiber arts, and much more at the five vineyard venues.  

Located between Raleigh and Greensboro, this area’s close proximity to both the Triad 

and the Triangle make Art on the Haw River Wine Trail a convenient, leisurely afternoon 

adventure with unequaled rewards at each location.
